


Subd. 1061 - "GOVERNMENTAL USER" includes those establishrients whose function ie
the administration and/or executicn of governmental programs as weil as the offices
of executives, legislative bodies and agencies which provide jeneral support services
for government.

Subd. 1062 - "INDUSTRIAL USER" means any non-governmental, non-residential user of
the publicly owned treatment works which discharges more than thz equivalent of

25,000 gallons per day (gpd) of sanitary wastes and which is identified 1n the Federal

~

Standard Industrial Classifications Manual, 1872, Office of Management and Budget, as

amended and supplemented under the following divisions.

(a) Agriculture, Forestry and Fishing

(L) Mining

(c) Manufacturing

(d) Transportation, Communications, Electric, Gas and Sanitary Services

(i) Services.

Industrial Users will be surcharged vor BOD and Suspended Solids Concentrations
which are greater than the concentrations as defined for General Municipal Flow. The
industrial user's surcharge will be based on the actual concentration of BOD and
Suspended Solids. There shall be no surcharge for the industrial user discharging
less than 25,000 gpd of equivalent sanitary wastes, providing such discharge does not
contain pollutants which (1) interfere with the treatment process, (2) are toxic, or
(3) are incompatible with the treatment process or discharge limitations.

Industrial users shall be subject ta any applicable Industrial Cost Recovery
System (ICRS) rules and regulation that may be published by the federal government.

Subd. 1063 - "INDUSTRIAL COST RECOVYERY CHARGES" (ICRC) means the charge levied up
each industrial user cof the Township fucilities as payment for the users share of the
total amount of federal grants received by the Township and related to Titie Il of
the Fedefa] Water Pollution Control Act Amendments of 1972 (P.L 42-500, 33 U.S.C.

1251 et seq. ).



Subd. 1064 - "INSTITUTIONAL USER” means those establishments 2ngaged in activits,
of a non-economic nature, frequently being the performance of serviies for e
gereral public (health, educational, social), and not classificd as @ aovermmentsa’
or commercial tser in this ordinance.

Subd. 1065 - "LOAD" means quantities of sewage characteristics suc as BOD, S5,
and other constitutents as expressed in milligrams per liter (mg/1) ov ;cunds per
twenty-four (24) hours {1bs./24 hours).

Subd. 1065 - "OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE COSTS" ( O & M COSTS) means the expenses
related to the costs of the operation, maintenance, replacement and administration
of the Wastewater Disposal System facilities.

Subd. 1067 - “REPLACEMENT COSTS” means costs related to the expenditures for
obtaining and installing equipment, accessories, or appurtenances which are necessary
to maintain the capacity and performance during the useful Tife of the Wastewater Disy
System facilities for which such facilities were designed and constructed. The term
"operation and maintenance" includes replacement.

Subd., 1068 - "“SANITARY WASTES" means the liquid and water carried wastes
discharged from sanitary plumbing facilities.

Subd. 1069 - "SEWAGE" means the liquid carried waste products from whatever

source derived, together with such ground water infiltration and surface water as may

he present.
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Subd. 1070 - "SEWER" means a pipe or conduit for cdarrying sewage, industrial

waste and other waste liquids.
Subd. 1071 - "SEWER SERVICE CHARGE" means the aggregate of all the charges in-
cluding the user charges, debt service charges, industrial cost recovery charges and

other sewer related charges that are billed periodically to users of the Wastewater

Oisposal System facilities.
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Subd. 1072 - "SEWER SYSTEMS" means pipelines or conduits, pumping stations,
Force mains, and all other devices and appliances appurtenant thereto, used for
coliecting or conducting sewage.

Subd. 1073 - "SIGNIFICANT INDUSTRIAL USER" means any 1ndu5t¥ia? Laer o who ais-
charges sewage which constitutes greater than ten per cent (10%) of tre design
f]ow or design pollutant joading of the wastewater treatment plant

Subd. 1074 - “SS" (DENOTING SUSPENDED SOLIDS) means solids that either float
or. the surface of, or are in suspension in water, sewage, or other licuids and wnich

are removable by laboratory filtering, in accordance with the latest edition of

andards Methods for the Examination of Water and Wastewater.

Subd. 1075 - "USER" means any -person,.firm; corporation, or other entity, wnuther

municipal.or atherwise, discharging sewage inta the Township disposal system facilities.
Subd. 1076 - "USER CHARGE" means a charge levied on users of ‘astewster Uispose?
System facilities for the cost of operation and maintenance of such facilities.
Subd. 1077 - “WASTEWATER DISPOSAL SYSTEM" means any facility, appurtenant

structures, or arrangement of devices used for the treatment of sewage, and includes
g

the sewer system.

SECTION 110 GENERAL

It is the purpose of this ordinance to recover from users of the Wastewater
Disposal System Facilities, on an equitable and proportional basis, the share of the
Wastewater Disposal System Facilities ceosts attributable to such users, and to provide
funds for the operation and maintenance, debt service, replacement and improvements
of the Wastewater Disposal System.

Subd. 1101 - The Sewer Service charges provided for in this section are hereby

Jevied and assessed upon each parcel of land, building or premises having any

connection with, or discharging whether directly or indirectly into the sewar system.
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2solution the unit costs for use of the Wastewater Disposal System facilities on
the basis of Flow, BOD, SS, and any other pollutant, taking into consideraticn the

cost of treatment of such sewage, and may increase or decrease sSuch unit cost as

~fton and in such amounts as may reasonably be required to accomplish the purposes

of this section. The Township Board shall revise the Debt Service Chzarc
pertaining to the fiscal year ending March 31, 1995 as required on the

basis of revenue sources then availabie.

Subd. 1103 - The Township Board shall compute the amount due the Township for
Sewer user charges and render a statement thereof, at periodic intervais, to the
owner or occupant of any premises using the Wastewater Disposal System facilities.
Such charges shall be pursuant to the most recent resolution establishing charges
and rates in accordance with this ordinance. All amounts due ftiereunder shall be
nayable at the office of the Township or other designated locations.

Subc. 1104 - The Township Board shall each year provide an internal audit
report that will address specific areas of concern including: the need to generate
sufficient revenue through user charges to cover total 0 & M Costs, debt service )
costs; the necessity of maintaining a proportinnate system of user charges pursuant
to 40 CFR 35.935-13(b); the need to review the replacement account to determine
its proper level of funding; and a review of the ICRS to assure that each industrial
1

user pays its share of the federal grant amount used toc construct Wastewater Dispose)

System Facilities for industrial waste treatment.

Section 115 BILLING PRACTICE

Subd. 1151 - The debt charge, operation and maintenance charge, any required
surcharge, and ICR payment portions of the service charges provided in this

ordinance shall be included as separate items on a person's bill by the Township.

The bill will be payable in accordance with the schedule established by the Township.

Subd. 1152 - ATl portions of the Sewer Service charge shall be payable at the

time the bill for same is issued.

Subd. 1153 - Charges levied in accordance with the ordinance shall be a debt
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dutz to the Township and shall be a 1ien upon the property. If thic agelt is nct
paid withip twenty (20) days after is shall be due and payabie, 1t 9.1 t2 deemed
delingquent and may be recovered by civil action in the name c¢f the Towndop zaginc:
the property owner, the person, or both. [If delinquent payments are not rece vl

by November lst of the calendar year, a ten percent (10%) charge sh3ll ve added

to delingquent bills. Thereafter, if payment is not received prior ‘o loventer 170,
the delinquent bill will be forwarded to the county for placement orn tne succesdirng
tax roll.

In the event of failure to pay sewer service charges after they become delinquent,
the Township shall have the right to remove or close sewer conne¢tfons and enter
upon the property for accomplishing such purpose.

The expense of such removal or closing, as well as the expense of restoring
service, shall likewise be a debt to the Township and lien upon the property and
may be recovered by civil action in the name of the Township against the property
owner, the person or both.

Sewer service shall not be restored until all charges, including the expense
of removal, closing and restoration, shall have been paid.

Change of ownership or occupancy of premises found delinquent shall not be
cause for reducing or eliminating these penalties.

Subd. 1154 - The Township shall annually notify each user in conjunction with

a redllar biil of the breakdown of the rates and user charges related to the Waste-

water Disposal System.

SECTION 120  FUNDS FROM SEWER SERVICE CHARGES
The funds received from the collection of the charges authorized by this
ordinance shall be deposited as collected in the Wastewater Disposal System Operating

fund and shall be used for the operation, maintenance, debt service, replacement, and
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improvenents of the Wastewater Disposal System except that the portion uf en

SECTION Teb  UNIT COST CATEGORIES

The cost Lo be recovered pursuant to this ordinance and tne urit oL ty b
fixed by the Township Board in Subsection 110, Subd. 1022 shali be delernined a- !
allocated in each of the following categories:
Subc, 151 - "Category A, " Debt Service for Wastewater ispusel Systun Tatilitic

This shall be the amount of the annual interest and principal Zost necessary to

retire the bond or bonds issued to pay for the local share of any necessary capital

improvement projects.

Subd. 1252 - "Category B" Operation and Maintenance --Wastewater [ispcsal System

Facilities
This shall be the annual cost of operating and maintaining the Wastewater
Disposal System facilities, including an amount for replacement costs of personal
property, which shall be segregated in a seperate fund.

Subd. 1253 - "Category C" Industrial Cost Recovery Charge

This shall be a charge that will be made a part of this cordinance f and

when such a charge is required by any agency having proper authority. g}

SECTION 130  INDUSTRIAL SEWER SERVICE CHARGES

Subd. 130) - The industrial debt charges for Capital improvement projects
(Section 125, Subd. 1251, Category A) Shall be determined as follows:

Unit costs for Flow, BOD, and SS shall be calculated by apportioning as appropriat
the debt service cost asscciated with that year to Flow, BOD, SS and then dividing
each cost so apportioned by the total estimated billable Flow, 8CD, and S5 to

be received at the Wastewater Treatment Plamt in that year.
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Industrial debt charges shall be the sum of the products obtained by multipi.ir:
| rd the unit cost as determined above by the user's actual Flow, Bub, a'J 50 during the
billing period. Industrial users' with sewage exceeding the parancters of the Genaral
funicipal Fiow sha'l pay an additional charge pro rata.

Subd. 1302 - The industrial user charges for operation anrd mainicriance of the
Ngastw:ter Jisposal System facilities (Section 125, Subd 1252, Late,.r, L) snelld
be determined as follows: i

Unit cost for Flow, BOD, and SS shall be calculated by apporticrning the
Category & cost each to Flow, BOD, and SS, and then dividing each cost S0 apperiioned
by the total billable Flow, BOD, and SS to be received at the Wastewater Treatment
Plant in that year. As a minimum all industrial users will pay the same ccst as
the General User and any user with sewage concentrations actually exceeding the
design parameters for B0O and Suspended Solids shall pay an additicnel amount pro
rata.

industrial User Charges shall be the sum ¢f the products obtained by multiplying
the unit costs as determined above by the users' actual Flow, BOD, and SS during the
billing period.

Subd. 1303 - In addition to the charges provided for herein, the Township
may impose a surcharge on any industrial user pursuant to the Sewer Use Ordinance
or based on some other pollutant loading factor which reguires special treatment

at the Wastewater Treatment Plant.

SECTION 135  MEASUREMENTS OF STRENGTH AND VOLUME
Subd. 1351 - When required by the Township each industrial user shall install
suitable measuring, sampling and analyzing devices in compliiance with the sewer

use ordinance.

Subd. 1352 - The Township shall not require installation of such devices where the

Township determines that such industrial user has concentrations of BOD and suspended

Subd. 1354 - The Tewnship shall have the right to pericdically or centinzusly

!
inspect the monitoring facilities, to measure, sample and analyze the samp
by the industrial user. The Township may, at its discretiaon, chargs the industry
for any monitering services performed, such charges shall be at cost.

In the event of any discrepancy between the flows or loads determined by the

Township and the industrial user, the values determined by the Township shall

be used for billing purposes.

SECTION 140  CHARGES FOR GEINERAL USERS - DOMESTIC, COMMERCIAL, INSTITUTIGNAL

AND GOVERNMENTAL USERS.
-« Subd. 1401 - The charge for General Users shall be determined by flow since the
polluant concentrations in domestic sewage are approximately equal.
The unit cost for flow shall be calculated by apportioning the Category B
Cost to Flow and then dividing by the total billable Flow, to be received at
the Wastewater Treatment Plant in that year. Industrial Users discharging sewage

exceeding the parameters of the General Municipal Flow shall pav an additional

charge pro rata.

Subd. 1406 - Facilities not having a water supply that is metered shall be

charged based on the flow anticipated from a typical single family dweiling. The

typical single family dwelling shall be assigned a flow value of 1 and shail pay

for the Wastewater Disposal System use on a fixed monthly charge basis. Us91g

this basic charge the other Sewer Service charges shail be calculated as follows:

Subd. 1408 - Unmetered users may install their own meter and Lo charges
in the same manrer as metered customers if the meter is instalied and meintained
pursuant to all Township rules and regulations.

Subd. 1409 ~ If a substantial portion of the water utilized by any user is
not discharged into the sewer system, the volume of such water shall be deducted
in computing the sewer use charge provided a separate mater is installed to
measure such volume. -The user desiring to install such separate meter shall
make application and payment for the meter to the Township and engaje, at their
own expense, a plumber to affect the necessary piping changes and install the

couplings so the meter can be set. The user may also make direct payment to

the distributor for the necessary meter provided it is approved by the Township.
